STAGE LEFT 2024 END OF YEAR SHOW - INFORMATION SHEET

Here is some important information regarding our end of year show. Please take the time to read it carefully and
let us know if you have any questions.

PERFORMANCE VENUE: Renaissance Theatre, 826 High St, Kew East

Parking is available in the designated parking bays only. There is no parking along the theatre side of the driveway.
There is no parking available to theatre patrons during school hours. Parking is also available in High St and in Bennett
Parade nearby.

DROP-OFF PROCEDURE: A Stage Left representative will be in the THEATRE FOYER to meet students 15 mins prior to
the ‘Principal Cast’ arrival time and will be there until 15 mins after the ‘Stage Kids’ arrival time. Parents are not permitted
in the backstage area unless they have pre-registered as official backstage volunteers. Any students who have EPIPENS
or medication must bring these with them to the theatre and give them to the Stage Left rep upon arrival.

Running time: show will run for approximately one hour.

Snacks/drinks: All students will need to bring their own food and drink to the theatre. We ask that these items are
‘costume friendly’ — i.e. no messy foods, red drinks, etc. and that they do not require heating up. The theatre is a NUT-
FREE ZONE. Food will not be available to purchase at the theatre. However, bottled water will be available to purchase in
the foyer just prior to show time.

Final Rehearsals: Every child appearing in the end of year shows must attend the final two classes prior to performance.

Parent volunteers: We need parent volunteers to help us at the theatre prior to the show. Please let us know if you are
available /interested. Only parents who are official volunteers will be permitted in the backstage area.

Filming: Filming and flash photography are not permitted during the performance. Professional photos and filmed version
of the shows will be available.

HAIR, MAKE UP & UNDERDRESSING

SHOW DAY: Please arrive with hair and make-up prepared and wearing under dressing as required.

STAGE KIDS, GROUP 1, GROUP 2:

UNDERDRESSING & SHOES: All students are required to wear black jazz shoes with short black socks unless
otherwise discussed. Underdressing is required partly for modesty purposes in communal dressing rooms.

Stage Kids (Caterpillars, Ladybugs):

GIRLS: white or black singlet top or leotard (preferably with thin shoulder straps, black leggings (full length))

BOYS: white singlet, black leggings (full length)

Group 1 (Royal Cardspeople): Plain white t-shirts, Undressing — black leggings (full length)

Group 2 (Mad Hatter Party Guests): Plain black t-shirts, Undressing — black leggings (any length)

HAIR: All students to come with hair done as specified below. All hair to be off the face.

Stage Kids (Caterpillars, Ladybugs): Hair: BOYS — spikey and funky, GIRLS: fun up do eg pigtails, plaits, ponytail.
Group 1 (Royal Cardspeople): Hair: BOYS — spikey and funky, GIRLS: fun up do eg pigtails, plaits, ponytail.
Group 2 (Mad Hatter Party Guests): Hair: crazy hair eg wild ponytails, spiked, uneven pigtails.

MAKEUP: Basic stage makeup is optional and to be done prior to arrival at the theatre. Any extra character makeup
required will be provided by Stage Left.

PRINCIPALS: UNDERDRESSING & SHOES
All principals are required to wear black jazz shoes with short black socks, white singlet/ singlet top & black short
leggings or bike shorts unless specified otherwise below.

Mathilda: Black jazz shoes or black ‘party shoes’ (patent leather). White long socks (knee high) or stockings.

Alice: Black jazz shoes or black ‘party shoes’ (patent leather). White long socks (knee high)

Small Alice: Black jazz shoes or black ‘party shoes’ (patent leather). White long socks (knee high) or stockings.
White Rabbit: White long sleeved top or polo neck. Black jazz shoes and white long socks (knee high).
Doorknob: Plain black t-shirts, Undressing — black leggings (above the knee)

Dodo Bird: As per ‘all principals’ — see above

Tweedle Dum: Black jazz shoes. White t-shirt w/ round neck.

Tweedle Dee: Black jazz shoes. White t-shirt w/ round neck.

Caterpillar: As per ‘all principals’ — see above

Mad Hatter: As per ‘all principals’ — see above

March Hare: As per ‘all principals’ — see above

Queen of Hearts: Black jazz shoes or character shoes. Black or white stockings, then as per ‘all principals’ above
King of Hearts: Black Jazz shoes. White knee high socks, then as per ‘all principals’ above

Flowers: Black singlet top or leotard with thin shoulder straps, Black leggings (full or % length), black jazz shoes
Cheshire Cat: singlet top (black or white), black leggings or shorts, black socks, black jazz shoes

PRINCIPALS: HAIR and MAKEUP

HAIR: All students to come with hair done as specified below. All hair to be off the face.

MAKEUP: Basic stage makeup is optional and to be done prior to arrival at the theatre. Any extra character makeup
required will be provided by Stage Left.

Mathilda: Hair: half back — off face. Neat and tidy. Make-up: natural

Friends: as per their 2" character

Alice: Hair: Hair out & straight — held back with headband (provided by SL). Make-up: natural

Small Alice: Hair: Hair out & straight — held back with headband (provided by SL). Make-up: natural

White Rabbit: Hair: Neat, off face. Low pony or pigtails for girls. Make-up: provided by SL.

Doorknob: Hair: Crazy hair — wild ponytails, spiked, uneven pigtails. Make-up: provided by SL.

Dodo Bird: Hair: Neat and off-face. Girls in a low bun. Make-up: provided by SL.

Tweedle Dum: Hair: Neat, to fit under hat. Girls — low pigtails or plaits would be cute! Make-up: provided by SL.
Tweedle Dee: Hair: Neat, to fit under hat. Girls — low pigtails or plaits would be cute! Make-up: provided by SL.
Caterpillar: Hair: 70’s style, loose, hippy. Make-Up: provided by SL.

Mad Hatter: Hair: Crazy spiked hair but MUST fit under Hat. Make-up: provided by SL.

March Hare: Hair: Neat/ low pony or pigtails for girls. Make-up: provided by SL.

Queen of Hearts: Hair: Very teased ‘up do’ a beehive. Make-up: provided by SL.

King of Hearts: Hair: Slicked back off face. Make-up: provided by SL.

Flowers: Hair: 60’s style — beehives would be ideal or a high or side ponytail. Make-up: can be natural or 60’s (Up to the
student). If 60’'s makeup, Student to provide their own heavy eyeliner, false eyelashes, pale lipstick, etc.
Cheshire Cat: Hair: neat, slicked back, pony tail. Make-up: provided by SL
